Many of these documents
are not available on film, and some are even available online via the inter-
net.

2. Use good, well documented books. Remember that even using the best
resources, mistakes can be perpetuated.

4. Examine naming patterns. Many ethnic groups use distinctive naming patterns and these patterns can
be ancestral clues.

5. Do timelines. You can ‘google’ the word ‘timeline’ and see numerous free examples of timeline pro-
grams. Timelines are extremely valuable when determining and comparing the birth-baptism-marriage-
family-work-ownership lines of ancestry. All gaps should be noted and researched.

6. Use the internet. It is almost impossible in today’s world not to make use of this extraordinary tool.
