Colonel Albert C. Metts, Jr., was recognized for National War Service for &8
faithful service to the National Society Sons of the American. Colonel i
Metts was presented the SAR War Service Medal and Certificate for
campaign service in World War 11, Korea, and Vietnam. Mrs. Metts §
was presented the National SAR Lydia Darragh Medal and Certificate
for her many years of dedicated service to multiple SAR Presidents at the Chapter, State and National lev-
el and assistance in bringing many prospective members into SAR.

In recognizing Colonel Metts, Compatriot Stephen Rohrbough reviewed his Memoirs “Four Score and Ten
Years - A Story”, published in 2012. Colonel Metts wrote his life’s story at age 90, and he wanted his chil-
dren and grandchildren to know his life’s story. And, what a story it is!

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GUEST SPEAKER FOR APRIL CHAPTER MEETING

Our Guest Speaker at our April 19th Chapter Meeting was Assistant Professor William Kiser, Ph.D. at
Texas A&M at San Antonio. His topic was “ Texan Manifest Destiny, 1836—1862”. He reviewed the po-
litical aspirations of the founders of the Texas Republic from its Independence to 1862 just as the Civil
War consumed the affairs of the Union.

Dr. Kiser spoke specifically about the Texan-Santa Fe Expedition in
1841 when Texas President Mirabeau Lamar sent an expedition to estab-
lish trade with the U.S. settlers in Santa Fe. The group was intercepted in
the New Mexico territory by the Mexican army and marched into Mexi-
co where they were held prisoner in Mexico City or Perote, Mexico for
almost a year before being released. The publicity brought by this situa-
tion served to strengthen US -Texas ties and increased hostile feelings
between the United States and Mexico.

According to Professor Kiser Texas continued to seek ways to take over |
the New Mexico Territory for it own but with the onset of the Civil War J
in 1861 those objectives died. For his presentation, President Loop pre-
sented Professor Kiser a book entitled “Desperate Sons: The Secret Band p
of Radicals Who Led the Colonies to War” by Les Standiford.
